You just
Google — Churches of Our lady of the Assumption — and you will find a lot of Churches, Basilicas and Shrines in India
and all over the world similarly named after our Blessed Mother.

The Hail Mary in Latin is positively lyrical -
Ave Maria, gratia plena, Dominus tecum,
Benedicta tu in mulieribus,
et benedictus fructus ventris tui, lesus.
Sancta Maria, Mater Dei,
ora pro nobis peccatoribus,
nunc et in hora mortis nostrae. Amen.

And as we say it colloquially during the Novena -

Aunkwari Mariae, Saibini Assumti Mauli !
